BRYAN RAFANELLI'S “XOX0 TO GO" RECIPE

Ingredients/Materials:

Box Nilla Wafers s Baking/Cookie Sheet
Chocolate Bars (for melting) * Small Saucepan & Bowl
Bag Jumbo Marshmallows *  \Wax Paper

Cookie Cutters s Cooling Rack

Directions:
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Line baking sheetwith wax paper. Place cookie cutter letters on baking sheet. Setaside.
Cut jumbo marshmallows into thirds. Place piecesin bowl. Setaside.

Melt chocolate in saucepan. Pour melted chocolate into cookie cutters until half full.

Tap pan so chocolate settlesin flat layer inside each cookie cutter. Let chocolate cool.
When chocolate hardens, lift cookie cutters and gently pop out chocolate.

Setchocolate letters aside on cooling rack.

Place piece of marshmallow on either side of Wafer, then sandwich with chocolate letters.
*To ensure cookies hold, dab melted chocolate between each layer and let harden.
